Ordinance XXXX 

AN ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH NO WAKES ON FLOODED STREETS AND 
ROADWAYS IN THE CITY OF KEMAH, TEXAS 

Chapter 98 Article I Vehicles and Traffic 

Flooded Streets and Roadways 
§ Section 98-5. Operations of vehicles on flooded streets and roadways.

A. Statement of purpose. The Borough finds and declares that the operation of motor
vehicles upon public streets and roadways during flooding conditions can create a
wake which carries beyond  the street or curbline causing damage to adjacent
properties. The purpose of this chapter is to protect the property of the Borough and
its citizens by regulating the manner of operation of motor vehicles driven upon the
public streets and roadways of the Borough during flooding conditions.

B. Prohibited operation. No motor vehicle shall be operated on any public street or
roadway within  the Borough where flooding exists in a manner as to cast or
discharge a wave which carries beyond the edge of the street or curbline. For the
purpose of this chapter flooding shall mean the existence of water on the surface of
the center line of the roadway which exceeds six inches in depth.

§ Section 98-6. Violations and penalties
Any person violating or failing to comply with any other provision of this article shall,
upon conviction thereof, be punishable by a fine of no less than $100 and no more than
$1,000, by imprisonment not to exceed 90 days or by community service of not more
than 90 days, or any combination of fine, imprisonment and community service, as
determined in the discretion of the Municipal Court Judge. The continuation of such
violation for each successive day shall constitute a separate offense, and the person or
persons allowing or permitting the continuation of the violation may be punished as
provided above for each separate offense.

ORDINANCE NO.  XXXX 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING PORTIONS OF CHAPTER 50 OF THE CITY OF KEMAH 
CODE OF ORDINANCES, AND REPLACING ORDINANCE NO. 1142 REGULATING 
MOBILE FOOD VEHICLES WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS OF THE CITY OF KEMAH, 
TEXAS. 

Sec. 50‐61. ‐ Definitions. 

[The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this division, shall have the meanings 
ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:]  

Mobile food vehicle means a food service establishment that operates as a restaurant (or food 
vendor) from a vehicle of any kind (motorized or non-motorized including but not limited to a catering 
vehicle or a vehicle with attached trailer) that is readily mobile at all times. It also includes a temporary 
table, set of tables, cart or booth set up outside of a permanent building that can be easily transported. 
This type of establishment primarily prepares and/or sells food, drinks, snow cones and public concession 
type food for patrons.  

 Substantial construction site means a site or location under construction in a project of ten or more 
single-family residential homes or a commercial or multi-family project.  

Sec. 50‐62. ‐ Mobile food vehicle regulations. 

Intent: To provide a means of permitting mobile food vehicles while protecting the public interest and 
health of the patrons and residents of the City of Kemah.  

(a) Location restrictions:

(1) Mobile food vehicles may not locate for the purpose of on-site sales at a particular fixed location
(for a day or more) within 50 feet of a property used for single-family residential purposes,
townhomes, or multifamily purposes. However, temporary pauses (to complete a sale and then
depart) by a vendor who does not utilize a fixed location, like an ice cream vehicle or bicycle
making mobile neighborhood sales, are excluded from this prohibition, but must hold a valid
permit issued by the City of Kemah.  Private residences may allow mobile food vehicles on
premises for up to a 24-hour period, but no longer than a 24-hour consecutive period.

Exceptions:

a. Mobile food vehicles may be operated or located on a substantial construction site.

b. Mobile food vehicles may be operated or located within 50 feet of a property used for
single-family, townhome, or multifamily purposes if a commercial use is already located
within 200 feet of the location of the subject mobile food vehicle.  For the purposes of this
ordinance, food trucks themselves do not constitute a commercial use that can be
calculated as a part of this 200-foot distance.

c. Mobile food vehicles may locate within 50 feet of a property used for single-family
residential purposes provided that signed correspondence from the abutting residential
property owners agree to the associated mobile food vehicle use.

(2) Mobile food vehicles may not locate for the purpose of on-site sales at a particular fixed location
(for a day or more) within 100 feet of a property used for commercial purposes without express
written permission from all businesses within that radius. If a mobile food vehicle is engaged by
a business to operate on or directly in front of the premises of that business, this requirement
must still be fulfilled.

(b) Health requirements:

(1) All mobile food vehicles shall satisfy all health and safety requirements as do all other
restaurants within the City of Kemah.



(2) During business hours permitted herein, adequate trash receptacles shall be provided and
emptied by the permit holder on a regular basis so that the premises are clear of litter and food
waste.

(c) Submittal requirements for permits:

(1) Mobile food vehicle application and required fees. The one-time fee for the permit or license
shall be $75.00 for any part of a year. The permit expires on December 31 of each year. No
person, firm or corporation shall operate such a mobile food vehicle without a current and valid
city license, in plain sight and subject to the requirement that it be produced on demand to any
city officer seeking such identification for the operator. Consent of a manager or business owner
acting as a host site does not relieve the mobile food vehicle of its requirement for a separate
permit; a mobile food vehicle may not operate as an extension of the host site’s permit.

(2) Required submittals for mobile food vehicle permit.

a. Plumbing, electrical and gas (if applicable) schematics shall be required to be approved
and on file with the City of Kemah.  All mobile food vehicles shall comply with all applicable
City-adopted building, plumbing, mechanical and electrical codes.

b. A list of locations where the mobile food vehicle will operate (updated as locations change).

c. Written consent from the property owner or legal representative allowing the mobile food
vehicle, if to be at a location for an hour or more, and documentation of written consent as
required by any other residence or business required to consent to its operation.

d. Written consent from a manager or business owner of a host site allowing patrons to use
the restroom, if to be at a location for an hour or more, if food sold is to be consumed on
site and seating arrangements are provided on site by the applicant.

e. Copy of sales tax permit indicating that Kemah, Texas, shall be reported as the point of
sale for all sales by applicant in Kemah, Texas. This is to be furnished within five business
days after the issuance of the permit.

(d) Hours of operation:

(1) Mobile food vehicles may not operate between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 6:00 a.m. within
the city limits of the city of Kemah.

ORDINANCE NO.    
 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF KEMAH, TEXAS PROVIDING FOR 
REGULATIONS AND THE REGISTRATION FOR THE OPERATION 
AND USE OF SHORT TERM RENTALS AND PROVIDING FOR A 
PENALTY AND SEVERABILITY. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF KEMAH, TEXAS: 
 
Section 1. Purpose. 

 
The purpose of this Ordinance is to establish regulations for the use of privately owned 

dwellings as Short Term Rentals, to minimize negative ancillary impact on surrounding 
properties, and to ensure the collection and payment of Hotel Occupancy Tax. 

 
Section 2. Definitions. 

 
As used in this Ordinance, the following terms shall have the following meanings: 
City. The City of Kemah, Texas. 
Guest. The overnight occupants renting a Short Term Rental Unit for a specified period 

and the daytime visitors of the overnight occupants. 
Local Contact Person. The Owner, Operator, or person designated by the Owner or the 

Operator for the purpose of responding to concerns or requests for assistance related to the 
Owner's Short Term Rental. 

Operator. The Owner or the Owner's authorized representative who is responsible for 
compliance with this Ordinance while advertising and/or operating a Short Term Rental. 

Owner. The person or entity that holds legal or equitable title to the Short Term Rental 
property. 
Short Term Rental. A privately owned dwelling, including but not limited to, a single 

family dwelling, multiple family attached dwelling, apartment house, condominium, duplex, 
mobile home, or any portion of such dwellings, rented by the public for consideration, and  
used for dwelling, lodging or sleeping  purposes for any period less than 30 consecutive days. 

The following are exempt from the regulations under this Ordinance: hotel, motel, 
dormitory, public or private club, recreational vehicle park, hospital and medical clinic,  
nursing home or convalescent home, foster home, halfway house, transitional housing facility, 
any housing operated or used exclusively for religious, charitable or educational purposes, and 
any housing owned by a governmental agency and used to house its employees or for 
governmental purposes. 

Short Term Rental Permit. A permit issued by the City authorizing the use of a privately 
owned dwelling as a Short Term Rental. 

Short Term Rental Unit. One or more habitable rooms forming a single habitable division 
within a Short Term Rental, or an entire undivided Short Term Rental, which is advertised  to 



be occupied, is occupied, or is intended to be occupied by a single party of Guests under a 
single reservation and/or single rental payment. 

 
Section 3. Short Term Rental Permit required. 

 
It shall be unlawful for any person or entity to rent, or offer to rent, any Short Term Rental 

without a valid Short Term Rental Permit issued under this Ordinance. 
 
Section 4. Short Term Rental Permit registration fee and application. 

 
A. An owner shall submit an application for a Short Term Rental Permit using a format 

and method promulgated by the City Administrator or his/her designee. The application 
form shall require, at a minimum, the following information from applicants: 

(1) The name, address, email and telephone number of the Owner of the Short Term 
Rental; 

(2) The name, address, email and telephone number of the Operator of the Short  
Term Rental; 

(3) The name, address, email and 24 hour telephone number of the Local Contact 
Person; 

(4) The name and address of the Short Term Rental; 
B. An applicant for a Short Term Rental Permit shall pay to the City a permit fee of 

$150.00. 
 

C. A Short Term Rental Permit issued under this Ordinance shall be valid for a period of 
one calendar year from the date of issuance. The Short Term Rental Permit shall expire 
immediately upon any change in Owner of the Short Term Rental Unit. 

D. The Owner has a duty to notify the City within 20 calendar days, in writing, of any 
changes to information submitted as part of a Short Term Rental Permit application 
under this Ordinance. 

E. An application for Short Term Rental Permit may be denied if the Short Term Rental is 
disallowed by an applicable Homeowners Association or Deed Restriction. A deed 
restriction that merely states that the property shall be used only for residential proposes 
shall not be a basis for dis-allowance of permit because Texas law provides that a short 
term rental is residential use.  

E.F. An application for Short Term Rental Permit may be denied if the Owner has had a 
Short Term Rental Permit suspended or revoked during the previous 365 calendar days.  

 
Section 5. Short Term Rental operational requirements. 

 
A. The Operator shall  post  the following information in  a prominent location within   the 



Short Term Rental Unit, using a form promulgated by the City: 
(1) Operator name and number; 
(2) Local Contact Person name and number; 
(3) The location of any on-site and off-site parking spaces available for Guests; 
(3)(4) The overnight and daytime occupancy limits as set by the Fire Marshal by 

the permitting process. 
(4)(5) Instructions to Guests concerning disposal of garbage and handling of 

garbage containers; 
(5)(6) Notification that the Guests are responsible for compliance with all 

applicable laws, rules and regulations pertaining to the use and occupancy of the 
Short Term Rental, and that Guests may be fined by the City for violations of this 
Ordinance. 

B. The Operator shall operate a Short Term Rental in compliance with the following: 
(1) City of Kemah Hotel Occupancy Tax Ordinance set forth in the Code of 

Ordinances; 
(2) During any period when a Short Term Rental is occupied or intended to 
be occupied by Guests, the Local Contact Person shall be available 24 hours per 
day for the purpose of responding to concerns or requests for assistance related  
to the condition, operation, or conduct of Guests of the Short Term Rental. If 
contacted by the Cityfor assistance regarding the condition, operation, or conduct 
of Guests of the Short Term Rental, the Local Contact Person shall make 
resasonable efforts to resolve such concerns or request for assistance. 

C. Any advertisement that promotes the availability of a Short Term Rental, listed in any 
medium, including but not limited to newspaper, magazine, brochure, website, or  
mobile application, shall include the current Short Term Rental Permit number assigned 
by the City. During the term of any short term rental, the Owners shall display a short 
term rental sign that contains the permit number and that sign shall be visible from any 
street abutting the property. 

 
Section 6. Notification of complaints. 

 
Complaints related to the operation of a Short Term Rental, including but not limited to 

complaints concerning noise, garbage, parking, and disorderly conduct by Guests, shall be 
reported to theCity Administrator..

Section 7.  
 

The Owner, Operator, Local Contact Person, and Guests shall comply with all applicable 
laws, rules and regulations pertaining to the operation, use, and occupancy of a Short Term 
Rental. No Owner shall be responsible for violations of this ordinance by the persons other 
than the Owner. 

Nothing in this Ordinance shall be construed to relieve any person or Owner of any other 
applicable requirements of federal, state, or local law, rules, or regulations. Nothing in this 
Ordinance shall be construed to provide any property owner with the right or privilege to 
violate any private conditions, covenants, and restrictions applicable to the Owner's property 
that may prohibit the use of such Owner's property as a Short Term Rental as defined in this 
Ordinance. 

 
Section 8. Compliance and Penalty provision. 

A. Any violation of this Ordinance shall be a Class C misdemeanor and shall be punished 
by a fine not to exceed the maximum permitted by law. 

B. Prosecution under this Ordinance shall not require the pleading or proving of any 
culpable mentalstate. 

C. Penalties provided for in this Ordinance are in addition to any other criminal or civil 
remedies that the City may pursue under federal, state, or local law. 

 
Section 9. Permit suspension or revocation; appeal. 

 
Upon conviction for any 2 or more violations of this Ordinance in any calendar year or if 

it is discovered after issuance of the Short Term Rental Permit that the Short Term Rental is 
disallowed by an applicable Homeowners Association or Deed Restriction, the City 
Administrator may suspend or revoke any Short Term Rental Permit issued for the Short Term 
Rental, however see Section 4E. The City Administrator shall notify an Owner of a suspension 
or  revocation under this Section in writing, delivered by Certified Mail, Return Receipt 
Requested, and mailed to the address of the Owner as set forth on the most recent Short Term 
Rental Permit application submitted to the City. 

An Owner may appeal a notice of suspension or revocation under this Section by filing a 
written appeal with the City Administrator within ten business days following the date said 
notice was deposited in the U.S. Mail. Following a timely filing of an appeal hereunder, the 
Owner may present evidence to the City Administrator related to the suspension or revocation 
under this Section. Following the City Administrator's final decision on appeal,  the Owner 
may appeal an adverse decision of the City Administrator by filing a written appeal with the 
City Council within five business days following the date of the City Administrator's final 
decision.

I am writing to highlight our situation at hand in hope for the city to help us during this crisis.

As a result of the rapidly-evolving Coronavirus (COVID-19) situation, there have been several
economic disruptions that have impacted the hospitality industry including the global travel
restrictions, the transition to remote workforces, and postponing or cancelling of many work
projects at hand.

As you can understand, these disruptions pose unique challenges for our hotel business, which
is affecting our ability to pay debts, payroll, accounts payable, and other overhead expenses.

Overview:  
The City of Buda has developed a Hotel Occupancy Tax Payment Emergency Deferral + Forgiveness 
Program to assist hotels within the City of Buda during the COVID-19 pandemic. The program provides 
limited financial assistance through the deferral and forgiveness of hotel occupancy tax payments to 
hotels severely impacted as a result of the ‘Stay at Home, Work Safe’ Order implemented by Hays 
County and the City of Buda to lessen the impact of COVID-19. 

History: 
The Buda City Council took measures at the March 20, 2020 City Council meeting to defer hotel 
occupancy tax payments for March 20, 2020 and April 20, 2020 for 60 days with an effort to support all 
hotels in good-standing with the City of Buda Hotel Occupancy Tax Fund. The City Council required all 
hotels applying for deferral to submit a written employee retention plan to receive the 60-day deferral. 

The Hotel Occupancy Tax Emergency Deferral + Forgiveness Program provides a 60-day deferral of hotel 
occupancy tax payments for March 20, 2020 and April 20, 2020, with an additional offering of forgiving 
up to $5,000 of deferred hotel occupancy tax payments. This program has an aggregate of $45,000 
available for hotel occupancy tax forgiveness.  

Review Process: 
Deferral and forgiveness of hotel occupancy tax payments are not automatic, hotels must apply 
to be eligible.  Applications will be accepted now through April 20, 2020 for review by the 
Department of Tourism to ensure completeness and eligibility. Applicants will be notified of the 
status of their application within 3-5 days of receipt. All applications must include a signed W-9 
form and any supporting documentation. 

• Separate applications must be submitted for the request of the March 20, 2020 tax payment
and the April 20, 2020 tax payment. If an applicant wishes to request forgiveness of up to $5,000
in deferred tax payments, they must do so in writing in the deferral application.

• Applicants are required to still fill out and submit the City of Buda’s Hotel Occupancy Tax Report
to document the amount of tax being deferred.
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Eligibility and Qualifications: 
To keep hotels running through a time of social distancing, the City of Buda has developed a deferral and 
forgiveness program that can assist hotels that 1) pay hotel occupancy tax to the City of Buda and 2) 
are in good-standing on HOT payments. Hotels wishing to apply for the program must meet the 
following criteria:

TRANSFER OF CARES ACT FUNDING 

This agreement, effective on the date of execution by City of Kemah (“effective date”), is between the 
County of Galveston, a political subdivision of the State of Texas (“County”).

WHEREAS, County and Municipalities are eligible to receive funding from the Coronavirus Relief Fund 
(“CRF”) under The Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act, also known as the CARES Act, 
which permits transfers of funding to other units of government; 

WHEREAS, the State of Texas allocated CRF funding to the County based on the population in 
only unincorporated areas and allocated funding to Municipalities based on the population in 
incorporated areas within Galveston County, Texas (See Exhibit A); 

WHEREAS, Pursuant to Chapter 791 of the Texas Government Code, County and Municipalities 
are authorized to enter into this interlocal agreement; 

WHEREAS, County is currently funding COVID-19 lab testing services for residents 
throughout Galveston County, Texas, including residents within incorporated Municipalities; and 

WHERAS, County intends to continue supporting COVID-19 testing and public health 
responses throughout the County, including within Municipalities. 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the agreements contained herein, the Parties hereby 
covenant and agree as follows:  

1. Each of the Municipalities agrees to transfer CRF funding to the County in the amounts indicated
in Exhibit A to support COVID-19 testing and related public health efforts.

2. This Agreement is independently effective as to the County and each of the Municipalities who
execute it. None of the Municipalities has any authority to bind any other. Whether or not any or
all of the other Municipalities execute this Agreement does not affect the validity of the
Agreement between each individual Municipality and the County.

3. Each Municipality authorizes the State of Texas to distribute the CRF funding subject to this
agreement directly to the County.

4. If it is not practicable for any reason for the State to distribute the funds subject to this Agreement
directly to the County, each Municipality agrees to obtain subject funding from the State of Texas
and remit the same to the County.

5. The parties agree that the relationship between the parties of this Agreement is strictly that of
independent contractors, and the parties have not entered into a joint venture, partnership or other
entity in any capacity.



6. The Term of this Agreement will be for one (1) year from the Effective Date, unless sooner
terminated as provided herein.  The Term may be extended by written mutual agreement of the
parties.

7. The parties agree that the laws of the State of Texas shall govern in any dispute concerning the
rights of the parties, and that a state court in Galveston County, Texas shall be the proper venue
for such dispute.

8. All financial obligations under this Agreement shall be funded from current revenues and
exclusively from currently-available CRF funds.

9. This agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts.
